The Seed Sowing 

The seed of APTICON-2009 Jodhpur convention was sown when Prof. Dr. B.P. Nagori, President, Rajasthan State Branch, APTI and Prof. Dr. G.K. Singh, Vice President, Rajasthan State Branch, APTI in the 13th Annual National Convention of APTI held at Guru Ghasidas University, Bilaspur (Chhatisgarh) during 3rd-4th Oct.’08 proposed to organize the 14th convention at Jodhpur and the central body of APTI gave its consent for the same. 
Pre-convention Meeting: The First Step to Success

A preconvention meeting was held at our college on 24th May 2009. This meeting was attended by Prof. Dr. P.G. Yeole, President, APTI, Prof. B.G. Shivananda, Secretary, APTI,         Dr. Vijay Singh, Advisor, Rajasthan State Branch of APTI, the office bearers of Rajasthan State Branch of APTI, Principals of pharmacy colleges of Rajasthan and faculty members of Lachoo Memorial College of Science & Technology, Jodhpur, Pharmacy Wing. In the meeting the office bearers of APTI Rajasthan State Branch took oath in a swearing in ceremony. Branding of the convention with the name APTICON-2009 was done for the first time. Dr. Nagori proposed “Expanding the Minds through Knowledge Management” as the theme of the convention which was unanimously accepted. The dates of the convention were confirmed to be 3rd–4th Oct.’09. It was decided that the venue of the convention shall be       Dr. S. N. Medical College auditorium. The registration fees, tariffs for advertisements/ event sponsorships/ exhibitors etc. were discussed and decided. The detailed programme of the conventions was finalized in the meeting. Dr. Yeole in his address during the meeting acclaimed Dr. Nagori for taking a proactive approach and putting well planned and coordinated efforts for the convention. Dr. Yeole showed his confidence in the successful organization of the convention.   
Formation of the Local Organizing Committees (LOC)
Seven committees viz. (i) Reception, Transport, Accommodation, Sight Seeing and Reservation (ii) Registration, Volunteers, Medical, Feed Back and Security (iii) Welcome, Decoration, Inaugural, Cultural and Valedictory (iv) Scientific and Competitive Events (v) Printing, Interviews, Photography and Press & Publicity (vi) Catering, Entertainment, Exhibition, Haatt Bazzar and Venue Arrangements Committee and (vii) Planning & Co-ordination, Funds Raising & Accounts Keeping and Purchases were formed. Each committee was comprised of a chairperson, co-chairpersons and members. Dr. G. K. Release of APTICON poster
Brochures of the convention were sent to all APTI members. Since the convention was also open for PG students and research scholars, a poster of “APTICON-2009” was released to notify details of the convention to them.

A press conference was organized on 1st October, in which Prof. Dr. B. P. Nagori talked about the theme of the convention and its significance. He also shared with media details of the events and various activities to be held during the convention.

Inaugural Function: The Grand Opening of APTICON

Papers for the poster presentation were invited under six subject areas viz.                      (i) Pharmaceutical Technology; Biopharmaceutics and Pharmacokinetics including Drug Metabolism; Pharmaceutical Biotechnology and Biotherapeutics and Nanotechnology (ii) Pharmaceutical Chemistry; Medicinal Chemistry; Pharmaceutical Analysis and Quality Assurance (iii) Pharmacology & Toxicology; Clinical Research & Pharmacovigilance and Hospital, Community & Clinical Pharmacy (iv) Pharmacognosy; Indigenous/ Herbal Drugs and their formulations; Phytochemistry and Natural Products (v) Pharmacy Education; Professional Pharmacy and Application of Computers in the field of Pharmacy and (vi) Pharmaceutical Management; Drug Regulatory Affairs and Intellectual Property Rights
On line review of entries for scientific poster presentation was done successfully. Reviewers of poster session were different from the poster evaluators. 
For poster presentation, 625 papers were received and out of that 425 papers were accepted for presentation. The review of the papers was done online by 23 reviewers. No. of evaluators of the poster presentation were 26. For poster presentation there was a prize on every 50 scientific posters.
Competitive Events

Three competitive events viz., Essay, Elocution and Oral Quiz were organized during the convention. No. of participants participated in essay and elocution competitions were 11 each.
